CMU Bulletin.  If you have questions about these requirements, you should refer 
your questions to the advisors in the Undergraduate Academic Services (#3504).  
In completing your UP and Competency requirements, please keep in mind that 
you will need 40 hours of coursework numbered 300 or above in order to 
graduate.
