These requirements include Area Requirements that can be partially satisfied with 
required music courses and University Program courses.  Please see the requirements 
listed under the Bachelor of Arts/Bachelor of Science degree in the CMU Bulletin.  

 
� In order to graduate with this or any other CMU degree, you must successfully complete 

the University Program and Competency requirements detailed in the CMU Bulletin.  If 
you have questions about these requirements, you should refer your questions to the 
advisors in the Undergraduate Academic Services (#3504).
